The Evangelical Alliance 
Basis of Faith 

We believe in... 

1. The one true God who lives eternally in three 
persons—the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. 

2. The love, grace and sovereignty of God in creating, 
sustaining, ruling, redeeming and judging the world. 

3. The divine inspiration and supreme authority of the 
Old and New Testament Scriptures, which are the 
written Word of God—fully trustworthy for faith and 
conduct.  

4. The dignity of all people, made male and female in 
God's image to love, be holy and care for creation, yet 
corrupted by sin, which incurs divine wrath and 
judgement. 

5. The incarnation of God’s eternal Son, the Lord Jesus 
Christ—born of the virgin Mary, truly divine and truly 
human, yet without sin. 

6. The atoning sacrifice of Christ on the cross: dying in 
our place, paying the price of sin and defeating evil, so 
reconciling us with God. 

7. The bodily resurrection of Christ, the firstfruit of our 
resurrection; his ascension to the Father, and his reign 
and mediation as the only Saviour of the world.  

8. The justification of sinners solely by the grace of God 
through faith in Christ. 

9. The ministry of God the Holy Spirit, who leads us to 
repentance, unites us with Christ through new birth, 
empowers our discipleship and enables our witness. 

10. The Church, the body of Christ both local and 
universal, the priesthood of all believers—given life by 
the Spirit and endowed with the Spirit's gifts to worship 
God and proclaim the gospel, promoting justice and 
love. 

11. The personal and visible return of Jesus Christ to 
fulfil the purposes of God, who will raise all people to 
judgement, bring eternal life to the redeemed and 
eternal condemnation to the lost, and establish a new 
heaven and new earth.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 

What does it cost to join LEAF? 

The suggestion minimum donation is £2.50 per 
month (payable by standing order), or an annual 
donation of £24.  

There is also a concessionary rate for the unwaged 
of £5.00 per annum. 

How much goes to national EA? 

Roughly 2/3 of the minimum donation is passed 
on to national EA with the balance retained 
locally. If you choose to pay more than the 
minimum the extra you pay is all applied locally, 
although you can also make additional donations 
to national EA. 

What if I already belong to national EA? 

You can join LEAF at no extra cost and get the 
benefit of both national and local membership. 
Simply indicate this on the application form and 
we will do the rest. 

If you would prefer to pay national EA separately, 
the minimum LEAF subscription halves to £12 
and this is retained locally. 

Can I make payments under gift aid? 

Yes. LEAF now has charitable status and will 
therefore be able to benefit from gift aid on your 
donation. 

You may also make your payment through 
charitable accounts such as Stewardship Services. 

How do I support the LEAF Youth 
Initiative? 

The LEAF Youth Initiative is funding a part-time 
youth work liaison officer working to encourage 
and resource youth work in the region. You can 
support this by making a regular donation to our 
Youth fund.
